To all Christian people to wome this present wrighting shall Come I Matilda Harrison ye wife of Arnold Harrison of ye sd County of Accomack in Virginia send greeting in or: Lord God everlasting, know ye me ye sd Matilda Harrison for my espetial naturell faver which I have towards Selvey Harrison my beloved son and for divers other good Causes & Considerations me to these presents espetially moveing to have given and granted and by these my present wrighting to give grant and confirme unto ye aforesd: Selvey Harrison fifty acres of land Lying and being in Accomack County formerly Called North hampton County and upon one of branches of nandue Creek at ye head of ye branch that makes ye devision between ye Land of Major Andrews and ye Land of my father Tobias Selvey and by his will and testamt: upon Record given and bequesthed to me with all houses buildins orchards gardens fencis and all every ye appertenences there to belonging or appertaining in the now or here after who sd gift as aforesd is not to begin during my naturall Life but at my decease ye said gift is fully Confirmed to my said son Selvey and to his heirs for ever provided he have a son to inherrit after him and if he have no son but a daufter if her name be Matilda then ye said Land to belong to her & her heirs for ever but if no Daughter of that name, Then I doe give grant & Confirme ye above mentioned Fifty Acres to my son Stephn Harrison, and to all of them, wth this Restriction that my Welbeloved son Joseph Harrison Have liberty at any Time wen He hath Occasion to fall Cutt of Maule & Carry away, what pine timber He shall need at any Time for his particular Use & not other wise, To have and to hold the abovesaid Fifty Acres above nominated wch: is also besides ye bounds exprest joyning upon ye Land of Robert Meers, formerly ye Land of Robert Richardson, wth all & singular the premises, wth all & singular ye appurtenances to the said Selvey Harrison & his Heires, & in default of Heires as above exprest, then to my son Stephen Harrison & his heirs & assignes to ye only use of Him I them for ever & as above exprest and I the said Matilda Harrison the said fifty acres, and all & singular ye premises wth the appurtenances to ye abovesaid persons as above exprest, will warrant and forever defend by these presents Witness my hand & seale This fift day of December A dom: 1704.
