Indenture Between Isaac Dix IV & Wife, Welthy Dix, Conveying Land to His Brother, George Dix

(7th Generation from Arnold R. Logan III)


This Indenture made this xxivth day of February Anno Dom: MDCCLVI between Isaac Dix, Son of Isaac Dix Deceas’d, and Welthy Dix his wife of the one part and George Dix also a Son of the said Isaac Dix Deceas’d of the other part Witnesseth that whereas the aforesaid Isaac father of the afs’d Isaac and George by his Last Will and Testament duely Exhibited and proved amongst other things therein mentioned did devise one hundred and fifty Acres of land whereon the afs’d Isaac his Son then lived unto his afs’d Son Isaac Dix in fee tail Nevertheless Subject and under the Condition that he Should convey in fee unto his afs’d Son George Dix one hundred Acres of land which hundred is adjoining to William Savage Rodger Abbot and Casar Evans lands it being the land which the afs’d Isaac had as heir to his Mother Now this Indenture Witnesseth that the afs’d Isaac Dix Son of the afs’d Isaac now deced and Welthy his wife in order to fulfil the Devise and intention of of the afs’d Isaac their father as also for an in Considertaion of the devise of the afs’d one hundred and fifty Acres of Land as afs’d devised by the afs’d Isaac Dix as also for and in Consideration of five Shillings Current Money to them paid by the afs’d George Dix at and before the Sealing and Delivery hereof the receipt whereof they hereby do acknowledge have bargained and Sold and by these presents Do bargain and Sell unto the afs’d George Dix his heirs and Assigns forever all the afs’d one hundred Acres of land bounded as afs’d being the same land which the said Isaac Dix Claimed as heir to his Mother together with all the Appurt’s unto the Same belonging To have and to hold the aforesaid one hundred Acres of land as afs’d described together with all the Appurtenances unto the Same belonging to him the said George Dix his heirs and Assigns forever to the Only proper use benefit and behoof  of the said George Dix his heirs and Assigns forever and for no other use or uses whatsoever and the said Isaac and Welthey for themselves their heirs Ex’tors & Adm’ors do Covenant to and with the said George Dix his heirs and Assigns forever that they will warrant and Defend the afs’d one hundred Acres of land unto the said George Dix his heirs and Assigns forever against the right and title of them the said Isaac and Welthy and George Dix his heirs and Assigns forever against the right and title of them the said Isaac and Welthy and their heirs or any other Person claiming by from or under them or any of them In Testimony whereof each of the said Parties to these presents their hands have Set and Seals Affixed the day and year first above written.
