Indenture Between Southy and Comfort Simpson and Levi Dix I

(6th Generation from Arnold R. Logan III)

THIS INDENTURE made this Twenty eight Day of August Anno Dom One Thousand Seven hundred and Seventy one Between Southy Simpson Gent of the Parish and County of Accomack and Comfort his Wife of the one part and Levi Dix first son and heir at law of Isaac Dix late of the county afs’d Deceased and Wealthy Dix, widow and relait of the said Isaac both of the same Place of the other part.  Witnesseth that Whereas the said Isaac Dix being in his lifetime seized in Fee Fail of and in a Tract of Land situated lying and being in the Parish and County afs’d Containing by Estimation one hundred and Fifty acres of land but found upon survey to contain one hundred and seventy four acres or there abouts which said Tract of Land the afs’d Isaac by his deed leasing date the __ day of ____ Ano Dom ____ in order to Dock the Intail of the said land conveyed the same in fee simple unto the afs’d Southy in Trust to be reconveyed unto the said Isaac or his heirs Excepting Eighty five acres of said Tract which was not to be reconveyed but vest in the said Southy his heirs and assigns in fee simple as by the said Deed recorded amongst the Records of the General Court of this Colony reference thereunto being had more fully and at large will appear to the performance of which Trust the said Southy made and Executed a Bond bearing Date the Twenty Ninth Day of May Anno Domini MDCCXXI for the sum of One Thousand Pounds Payable to the said Isaac Dix his Heirs or Assigns upon failure of accounting the Trust aforesaid in records as before set forth and that the said Isaac on or about the __ day of ____ Anno Domini ____ died the said Lands being then and still not reconveyed and the bond afs’d not cancelled leaving the afs’d Levi his Eldest Son and Heir at Law and the said Welthy his Widow.  Now this Indenture further witnesseth that the said Southy Simpson and Comfort his wife in order to execute the Trust afs’d and cancel the Bond afs’d as also for the further consideration of Five Shillings current money of Virginia to them in hand paid by the afs’d Levi & Welthy the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged have granted bargained and sold and by these presents do grant bargain and sell remise release and forever quit claim unto the afs’d Levi and Welthy all the afs’d land or parcel of land as described in the Deed afs’d from the said Isaac to the said Southy as recorded among records of the General Court as afs’d excepting eighty five acres part of the said Tract as laid off by said Isaac in his lifetime to the said Southy.  The residue containing by estimation eighty nine acres be the same more or less to be granted in form and mannor following that is to say one third part of the residue afs’d to go to the said Welthy as her Dow or for and during her natural life and at her death to the said Levi his heirs & assigns forever the other two thirds of the residue afs’d with the reversion of the Dower third afs’d with all and singular the appurtenances thereto belonging unto the said Levi his heirs and assigns forever.  To have and to hold the afs’d lands and premises so as aforesaid granted unto the said Welthy and Levi his heirs and assigns forever to and for the only use benefit & behoof and for no other use or purpose whatsoever.  In Testimony whereof the said Southy Simpson and Comfort his wife have hereunto set their hands and affixed their seals the day and year first above written.  Southy Simpson /s/  Comfort Simpson /s/    At a court conv’d & held for Accomack County August 28th 1771, Southy Simpson and Comfort his wife presented and acknowledged the within indenture to be their action & deed to Levi Dix and Welthy Dix and admitted to record the said Comfort being first privately examined as the law directs and voluntarily consenting.
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
