Last Will and Testament of Amaziah Dix
I, Amaziah Dix of Accomack, do constitute and ordain this to be my Last Will and Testament in the form following, to wit, It is my desire that my wife, Scarburgh Dix shall have the plantation whereon I now live to bring up all my children on until my son John Dix is old enough to be bound out or get his own living.  I then give unto my oldest son Neddy Dix two-thirds of my land as long as his mother shall live, and on her death the remaining third to him and his heirs forever.  It is my desire that at the age of my Neddy Dix does take the two-thirds of my land that I gen give unto my daughter Grace Dix my negro man Peter.  It is my desire that after all my just debt is paid the remainder part of my property if any to be equally divided between my daughter Patience Dix, Esther daughter, son John Dix.  I nominate and appoint my brother Levi Dix and my friend John Poulson as my Executors to sell what they may think can best be spared.  But in case my negro Pater should behave so ill that my Executors should think it best that he may be sold and the money that shall arise from him shall still go to my daughter Grace.  Given under my hand and seal this twenty of February one thousand seven hundred & ninety.
