Last Will and testament of Catharine T.C. Dix


Know all men by these presents that I, Catharine T. C. Dix, of the Country of Accomack, in the state of Virginia, have made, published declared, and do make, publish and declare this instrument of writing as and for my last will and testament. 

1. I give to my daughter, Sally E. Dix, my new set of silver tea spoons and my silver table spoons, also some old silver which I have, my parlor carpet, side board, and the bed, bedstead and mattress in my chamber, and my side board. 

2. I give to my son, James H. Dix, all the rest of my silver spoons, of every kind, my gun, my secretary and book case, and my picture of a ship, wrought in worsted, and a bed, bedstead and mattress, the nest best to those given above to my daughter, and the flag bottom rocking chair in the parlor. 

3. I give to my daughter, Sally E. Dix, my parlor chairs and the parlor cane bottom rocking chair. 

4. I give to my daughter, Sally E., and my son, James H. Dix, my china, the portrait of their father and myself and my table cloths, sheets, pillow cases and blankets, equally to be divided between them in kind. 

5. I give to my brother, Geo: P. Scarburgh, in trust for the sole and separate use of my sister, Anne B. Addison, my mare, Betsey- and the chamber and basement carpets. 
6. I give to my sister, Elizabeth P. C. Chandler, my remaining flagged bottom rocking chair. 

7. I give to my sister, Sally H. Dix, my best sofa and my dining room carpet. 

8. I give to my brother, Geo: P. Scarburgh, my refrigerator. 
9. I give all the rest and residue of my property of every kind to my two children equeally to be divided between them.  If either of my children die under the age of twenty one years and without issue, I give all the property hereby given to him or her, to the survivor: and if such survivor die under the age of twenty one years and without issue, then I give all the property hereby given to him or her, including that which shall have been derived from one of them who shall have first died under this my will, to my nephews, Henry S., and John G. Dix, equally to be divided between them. I intend to embrace in this clause and to dispose of it in the same manner as the principal sum hereby disposed of, the interest, income and profits, which may arise from the property hereby given to my said children and which shall not have been applied to their maintenance, education and support, and that the said interest, income and profits shall not be so applies unless it be necessary after exhausting the income, interest and profits of such other estate as they have and are entitled to under the will of their father, my late husband, James H. Dix. And full power and authority are hereby given to my executor to retain in kind any of my property for the use of my children, not above specifically mentioned, that he in his discretion may think fit. 
10. I hereby constitute and appoint my brother, Geo: P. Scarburgh, executor of this my last will and testament, and guardian of my two children Sally E. and James H. Dix.
