Last Will and Testament of Isaac Dix III
(8th Generation from Arnold R. Logan III)

In the Name of God Amen the 8th day of February in the year of Our Lord 1750, I Isaac Dix of Accomack County in the Colony of Virginia, Planter, being sick and weak in body but of Perfect mind and memory thanks be given to God for the Same but knowing the certainty of Death that it is appointed for all men Once to Do Think fit to make and Ordain this my Last Will & Testament And in manner and form following And Principally and First of all I bequeath my Soul to God who gave it me And my body to the Earth to be Buried in a Decent manner at the disposition of my Executors after named.
ITEM I give and bequeath to my Son Richard Dix my Plantation whereon I now dwell with two hundred Acres of Land and to Begin at the fork that makes out of Rooty Branch and running Right against my said Plantation to the Line betwixt John Dix and me with the appurtenances thereunto belonging to him and the Heirs of his body Lawfully begotten forever.

ITEM I give and bequeath to my Son George Dix One hundred and fifty Acres of Land where my Son Isaac is now Settled to him and the Heirs of his body Lawfully begotten forever on Proviso that my Son Isaac Shall or doth refuse to make over all his Right and Title of his Mother’s Maiden Land to my Son George and his Heirs and Assigns forever which is One hundred Acres Joining on William Savage and Roger Abbott and Cesar Evans But if my Son Isaac do make the hundred Acres aforesaid Over to his Brother George by a Deed as the Law requires then the said hundred and fifty Acres that is mentioned for my Son George I give and bequeath to my Son Isaac and the Heirs of his body Lawfully begotten forever.
ITEM I give and bequeath unto my Son Solomon Dix and the Heirs of his body Lawfully begotten forever One hundred and fifty Acres of Land at the head of my Land whereon Thomas Clark now Dwells And my Will and Desire is that if either Richard Dix or Isaac Dix or Solomon Dix Should Die without Such Heirs as aforesaid then the Land I have given him so Deceased to fall to the Surviving Party And if two of them Should Die without Heirs as aforesaid then my Son George Dix to Come in and have an Equal Part of his who died.
ITEM I Give to my Son Isaac Dix One shilling Current money of Virginia.

ITEM I give to Daughter Comfortt Simpson One shilling Current Money of Virginia.

ITEM I Give unto my Daughter Elizabeth Dix One feather bed and furniture and one Cow and Calf as good as any that I have to her and her Heirs.

ITEM All the rest of my movable Estate I give and bequeath to be Equally Divided Among my four Children namely Richard Dix, Solomon Dix, George Dix and Elizabeth Dix and their Heirs.

Lastly I Constitute and appoint my Son Richard Dix to be my whole and sole Executor of my Last Will and Testament to See it fully Performed according to the true intent and meaning thereof.  IN WITNESS whereof, I have here unto Set my hand and Seal the day and year above written.

Signed Sealed Pronounced and declared by Isaac Dix as his Last Will and Testament in Presence of us the Subscribers Richard Hickman, John Dix, Heli Bagwell.

At a Court held for Accomack County August 27th 1751 The within Last Will and Testament of Isaac Dix decs’d  was Presented and Proved by the Oaths of Richard Hickman and John Dix two of the witnesses thereto and admitted to Record.  Isaac Dix heir at Law appearing Gratis and consenting.  And on the Motion of the Ex’tor Richard Dix and giving Southy Simpson and William Shapes for Securitys who Entered into and acknowledged Bond for that Purpose Certificate is Granted him for obtaining a Probate thereof in due form.
