In the name of God Amen I Isaack Dix being of imperfect health but of perfect memory praised be the Lord today Comitt my Soule to the hands of my heavenly ffather and my bodie to be buried according to my executrix discretion and for what the Lord has endowd me with all in this world doe give and bequeath as followeth/
Imprimis
I doe Appoint my Deare wife Mary Dix my whole Executrix.  I doe give unto my two Sonns viz Jno & Isaack Dix one thousand acres of land to them and theire heires forever to be Equally divided betwixt them Jno to have this now plantation where I live and Isaack to have his part in the little Neck bound with a little branch Soe and then from the mouth of the sd branch only to where it maketh first out of the Creek Soe up to the road soe called by the name of Gargahia road and my deare wife Mary Dix to live upon the sd Land of my Son Jno as long as she lives without any molestation or encumbrance not disinheriting my Sonn Jno to live upon the sd plantation as long as she liveth if my Son John should marry to have halfe of my now dwelling plantation; if in case he should not marry my wife to have the sd plantation.  In disposing I doe give my deare wife two horses and to my Sonn Jno one horse with bridle and Saddle, and to my Sonn Isaack one two year old mare the next spring to him and his heirs forever, and to my Daughter Mary one mare, my Daughter Elizabeth to have the first Coult, Lucretia the next Coult and Annabella the next.  I give unto my Sonne John one great Chest and one table and form; and one bed framing and foueton(?) to be bought with this very cropp and Likour for one Gunn and one great Pott; and I give to my Daughter Mary one turn’d couch and I give to my Daughter Son Isaack one Gunn and to my Daughter Mary and Elizabeth one ffeather bed betwixt them and to all my Children I give every one of them two Cows apiece with their increase as they come to age to them and their heirs forever.  I give to my Coz Jno Dix I give one suit of clothes shooes & stockings and hatt.  And I doe give unto Everyone of my children one Ewe & Lamb apeece with their wool (?) as they come to age & I give unto Ann Catherine Cripping one yew with her issue for Ever.  And for all the rest of my Estate as movables & immovables I doe give unto my Deare wife Mary Dix I doe for my two Sonnes namely Jno & Isaack at age Eighteen if my wife marry if she doe not marry not till twenty one and they are not to barter or Swapp anything away without their mothers consent till they come to age of twenty one this being my last Will & Testament Revoking all other will and Testaments as witness my hand & Seale this 28 Oct 1687
