Item:  and if my son Richard Dixe Deying without Eyer ye: above said Land to goe to my son Isack Dixe:  Item and my son Isack Dixe Deying without Eyer then my abovesaid Land to goe to my son Richard Dixe; Item I give to my Deare beloved wife Margret Dix my son Richards Lands during her widdow hood, and If my sayd wife marys I give her halfe of my sons Richards Land and plantation durine her life.  Item I give to my Dafter Margritt Dixe one new fether bed & boulster 1 p: blankits & one Rugg being new: . . . This bedd and furniture to be Deliverid unto my above sayd Dafter Margritt dixe att ye agge of Eighteen.  Item I sett my Defter Margreitt Dix free att ye age of sixteene.  Item and all ye: rest of my Estate I give to my Deare beloved wife Margritt Dix.  I leafe my Dear Wife my whole and sole Executrix of this my Last will and Testament Revokeing all others as Wittnis my hand and seal ye: 25 Day of January 1708:
