I lend and bequeath unto my loving Wife Treffey Dix all my Land & Negroes and to include the Whole of my Estate in and out doors as long as she lives my Widdow and at her Death or Marriage Item I give and bequeath the same Land before mentioned to my loving son Levi Dix to him and his heirs lawfully begotten of his Body  Item I give and bequeath the Whole of my Estte4 before lent to my Wife at her Death or Marriage to be equally divided between my five Children Namely Elizabeth Dix, Rosey Gootee Dix, Isaac Dix, Levin Dix, Polly Dix to them and their Heirs for ever and I ordain John Poulson Senr to be my whole and Sole Executor this first day of December in the year of our Lord one thousand Seven Hundred and Ninety four
