In the name of God Amen   I Phillip Quinton of the County of Accomack in ye Dominion of Virginia make this my Last will and Testament in ye manner and forme following vizt:
I give my soule to God that gave it me hoping through the merrits of Jesus Christ that he will receive salvation for it and as for my Body to the Earth from whence it was taken and to be disposed of as my Executrix shall see fitt and as to my worldly Estate as followeth vizt:
Item
I give and bequeath unto Rachell Warrinton one foure yeare old heffer & one yeareling mare & one sow and foure piggs & six yards of blew flowered stuff.

Item
I give and bequeath unto my father in law Allexr Harrison all my waring apparrell and one saddle with bridle and saddle cloth.

Item
I give and bequeath to my Mother Ann Harrison as my Executrix my now plantation Containing two hundred acres of Land with all housing Orchards and fencing Lyeing and being at the head of Onancock Branch being bound Northerly to Richard Cuttlers Land & easterly bounded to the Land formerly belonging to Coll John West decd the said Land I give unto my executrix to her her heires & assignes for ever and eight head of Hoggs Foure head of Cattle & one bay mare one Iron pott and one paire of pott hooks eighty Gallons of Cyder being in two Cask: and foure gallons of brandy six new Cyder Casks & tenn yards or thereabouts of virginia Cloth att Richard Cuttlers and the rest of my household goods December ye 17th 1708:
